Book Discussion: The Members who met to discuss “Dreams from My Father” by Barack Obama have recommended “Outliers” by Malcolm Gladwell for the next book discussion. It was decided to schedule “Outliers” for discussion in the fall and discuss another book related to regionalization later in the year. Regionalization will be an LWVGH program topic in the next operating year. Book suggestions are needed. 
There will be a meeting on August 25th to develop questions for candidates who will be included in the next Voters Guide. Additional meeting details will be determined and members will be notified via email. Public access TV will interview candidates in late September and will air the tapes by Columbus Day. A suggestion was made to have a fish bowl available at “Celebrate West Hartford” for people to submit questions for the 2009 Town Council and Board of Education candidates.

The speaker’s topic should be regional housing: problems and solutions; homelessness and affordable housing. S. Fry will contact Journey Home, a non-profit agency for an appropriate speaker. The venue will be the Lyceum. E. McCarthy and S. Fry will make the arrangements.
The Wine and Cheese Reception for elected officials will be on 12-6-09.The Legislative Breakfast will be on 1-9-2010. We will need to identify a hostess for the event.

S. Fry will take the lead in convening an education program study group.

M. Murray will be asked to take the lead with a regionalism program study group
